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Materials
Paperclay Rolling Pin
Saran Wrap Xacto Knife
Rubber Stamps Oven (optional)
Sand Paper Spray Finish

Paperclay is a prepared paper base clay that rolls out
easily for stamping. Stamp, cut and dry. The finished
pieces are used for pins, ornaments, frames, and other
decorations that can be added to almost anything.

‘Chalk Technique’

Additional Supplies:
Chalks
Rubber Stamps

Q-Tips or Chalk Applicators
Black pigment pad or Fabrico Pad

1. Roll out the clay on a piece of saran wrap until it is
1/g" to /4" in thickness.

2. Using a pigment or Fabrico pad, ink up your rubber
stamp and stamp the surface of the paperclay.

3. DO NOT PRESS INTO THE CLAY!!!

4. Cut around the image with an Xacto knife using an up
and down saw motion. If you cut as you normally would
with an Xacto knife it will probably tear the clay. You can
also use a cookie cutter to cut out images. Smooth the
edges with a lightly dampened finger.

5. You can either air dry or bake the pieces on a cookie
sheet in the oven. If air drying this takes a day or two.
Remember to constantly turn the pieces over and flatten
them each time so they dont curl . If using the oven set
it at 250;. Bake pieces for approximately 15 to 20
minutes. Making sure that about every 5 or 10 minutes
you flip each piece and flatten it with your hand. Larger
pieces may require more time to dry.

6. To add color to your image use chalks applied with
Q-Tips or chalk applicators just like you would
on a card.

7. Spray with an acrylic or chalk sealer to seal.

8. Add embellishments pin backs, magnets, ribbon, etc

Stamping withe Paperclay

‘Antique Porcelain Technique

Additional Supplies:
Small Paint Brushes
Old Rags

Acrylic Paints
Wood Stain Gel

1. Prepare paperclay as described in the chalk technique.

2. When completely dry paint the image with the
acrylic paints.

3. After the paint has completely dried cover the entire
piece with wood stain gel. Using a soft, dry cloth wipe the
extra wood stain gel from the piece. Be sure to leave gel
in the recesses of the piece to create the antique look.
Don t rub too hard or you may rub off the paint
underneath the gel.

4. When the gel has dried spray with an acrylic sealer.

5. Add embellishments.

‘Tipy & Techniques’

1. When cutting the clay, cut at an angle. This is called
under cutting. It gives a cleaner more attractive
finished look.

2. If you have rough edges after the clay had dried use
sandpaper or an emery board to smooth.

3. Always use Dry and Clean rubber stamps.

4. If you don t get a good impression then wad the clay up,
roll it out and try again.

5. Always keep any unused clay in an airtight container or
plastic bag. Add a few drops of water to keep the clay
moist. Store on a shelf or in the refrigerator.

Clay will not mold.

6. Clean clay residue off of your rubber stamps with a

damp towel or soft toothbrush.
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
